With the price of regular gasoline now topping $3.40 per gallon and experts predicting that price continuing to creep upward as we approach the summer season the Office of General Services is unveiling a new sustainability program which is part of the state’s green portfolio and our overall concern about our collective impact of our daily habits on the environment.  
The program is designed to ease the number of cars in downtown Albany, improve the quality of the air we breathe, and reduce the day to day expenses associated with individual commutes. The new program will allow as few as two state employees to ride together as part of a daily carpool while providing the convenience of parking in one of six different downtown parking lots and garages managed by OGS.

Quite simply the program is about minimizing our impact on our precious resources.  And for many of us, its more simple than that -- the gift of conservation is a gift to our children, and our children’s children.
