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OGS TO AWARD OVER $9.6 MILLION IN NEW CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS 

Work to Commence in Three New York Counties 

New York State Office of General Services Commissioner John C. Egan today announced the awarding of bids for 13 contracts representing more than $9.6 million in new construction, providing work in three counties of New York. 

The contracts are expected to be awarded to the apparent low bidders following the normal process of review and approval by the State Comptroller's Office.  Ten of the low bidders are New York State firms. 

The projects and apparent low bidders are described in the following listing by county: 
ALBANY COUNTY  

Construction and electrical contracts were bid to job order contracting-area 2 at the Term Contract in Albany. 

Construction:  Volmar Construction, Inc. of Brooklyn was the apparent low bidder out of three firms. The low bid was $2 million. 

Electrical:  Fran Corp. d/b/a All Bright Electric of West Nyack was the apparent low bidder out of three firms. The low bid was $1 million. 

 A heating and ventilation contract to job order contracting-area 4 at the Term Contract in Albany was bid by two firms.  Of those two, Carrier Corporation of Latham was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $500,000. 

 A construction contract to job order contracting-area 1 & 2 roofing at the Term Contract in Albany was bid by six firms.  Of those six, Volmar Construction, Inc. of Brooklyn, NY was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $2 million. 

 A construction contract to job order contracting-area 3 & 4-roofing at the Term Contract in Albany was bid by six firms. Of those six, Titan Roofing, Inc. of Chicopee, MA was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $1 million. 

 A construction contract to job order contracting-area 5 & 6 - roofing at the Term Contract in Albany was bid by four firms.  Of those four, Titan Roofing, Inc. of Chicopee, MA was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $1 million. 

A construction contract to job order contracting-area 7 at the Term Contract in Albany was bid by eight firms.  Of those eight, C.P. Ward, Inc. of Scottsville was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $1 million. 

An electrical contract to job order contracting-area 8 at the Term Contract in Albany was bid by two firms.  Of those two, Industrial Power & Lighting Corp. of Buffalo was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $500,000. 

BRONX COUNTY  

Electrical, heating and ventilation and elevator contracts were bid to rehabilitate elevator B, Building No. 1 at the Fulton Correctional Facility in Bronx. 

Electrical:  MSR Electrical Construction Corp. of Brooklyn was the apparent low bidder out of four firms.  The low bid was $89,545. 

Heating and Ventilation:  Inshallah Mechanical Corp. of Jamaica, Queens, was the apparent low bidder out of two firms.  The low bid was $44,200. 

Elevator: Northeastern Elevator Contracting, Inc. of Oxford, MD was the apparent low bidder out of three firms.  The low bid was $295,349. 

NEW YORK COUNTY  

Electrical and heating and ventilation contracts were bid to provide new 6000 gallon above ground #2 fuel oil tank at the Edgecombe Correctional Facility in New York, NY. 

Electrical:  A.G.V. Electrical Contracting LLC of Wappingers Falls, NY was the apparent low bidder out of four firms.  The low bid was $15,124. 

Heating and Ventilation:  Papitto Construction Co., Inc. of Carmel, NY was the apparent low bidder out of nine firms.  The low bid was $214,900.
