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OGS TO AWARD OVER $1.0 MILLION IN NEW CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS 

Work to Commence in Four New York Counties 

New York State Office of General Services Commissioner John C. Egan today announced the awarding of bids for six contracts representing more than $1.0 MILLION in new construction, providing work in four counties of New York. 

The contracts are expected to be awarded to the apparent low bidders following the normal process of review and approval by the State Comptroller's Office.  All of the low bidders are New York State firms. 

The projects and apparent low bidders are described in the following listing by county: 

ERIE COUNTY  

Construction, electrical and plumbing contracts were bid to rehabilitate toilet rooms inmate housing/infirmary, Building No. 62 at the Collins Correctional Facility in Collins, NY. 

Construction:  Massa Construction, Inc. of Geneva, NY was the apparent low bidder out of two firms.  The low bid was $58,300. 

Electrical:  Tunney Electric, Inc. of Clarence Center, NY was the apparent low bidder out of two firms.  The low bid was $14,740. 

Plumbing:  M.K.S. Plumbing Corp. of West Seneca, NY was the apparent low bidder out of three firms.  The low bid was $19,240. 

LIVINGSTON COUNTY  

A construction contract to repair/replace roofs Building Nos. 9, 23, 55, 56 and 139 at the Groveland Correctional Facility in Sonyea, NY was bid by one firm. New Britain Roofing Co., Inc. of Horseheads, NY was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $596,400. 

ORLEANS COUNTY  

A construction contract to repoint masonry, Building No. 2 at the Albion Correctional Facility in Albion, NY was bid by six firms.  Of those six, Morris Masonry Restoration, LLC of Buffalo, NY was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $163,612. 

SULLIVAN COUNTY  

A construction contract to upgrade concession stand, lobby at the Sullivan County Office Building in Monticello, NY was bid by three firms.  Of those three, JTS Construction of Dutchess, Inc. of Pawling, NY was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $151,204.
