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OGS TO AWARD OVER $469,650 IN NEW CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS 

Work to Commence in Three New York Counties 

New York State Office of General Services Commissioner John C. Egan today announced the awarding of bids for four contracts representing more than $469,650 in new construction, providing work in three counties of New York. 

The contracts are expected to be awarded to the apparent low bidders following the normal process of review and approval by the State Comptroller's Office.  All of the low bidders are New York State firms. 

The projects and apparent low bidders are described in the following listing by county: 

MONROE COUNTY  

A plumbing contract to provide eyewash/deluge shower station, fms#11 at the Rochester Armory in Rochester, NY was bid by seven firms.  Of those seven, Daniel J. D'Amico Plumbing & Heating Co., Inc. of Geneva, NY was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $39,250. 

NEW YORK COUNTY  

A heating and ventilation contract to replace hvac unit in gymnasium at the Bayview Correctional Facility in New York, NY was bid by nine firms.  Of those nine, Empire Mechanical Services Inc. of Yonkers, NY was the apparent low bidder with a bid of $74,000. 

ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY  

Construction and electrical contracts were bid to provide entrance canopy enclosures Building No. 202 at the St. Lawrence Psychiatric Center in Ogdensburg, NY. 

Construction:  Continental Construction, LLC of Gouverneur, NY was the apparent low bidder out of sixteen firms.  The low bid was $333,000. 

Electrical:  Collins-Hammond Electrical Contractors, Inc. of Ogdensburg, NY was the apparent low bidder out of nine firms.  The low bid was $23,400.
