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OGS TO AWARD OVER $18.6 MILLION IN NEW CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS 

Work to Commence in Eleven New York Counties 

New York State Office of General Services Commissioner John C. Egan today announced the awarding of bids for 27 contracts representing more than $18.6 MILLION in new construction, providing work in 11 counties of New York. 

The contracts are expected to be awarded to the apparent low bidders following the normal process of review and approval by the State Comptroller's Office.  All of the low bidders are New York State firms. 

The projects and apparent low bidders are described in the following listing by county: 

ALBANY COUNTY  

Construction, electrical, heating and ventilation and plumbing contracts were bid to renovate centennial hall-phase iii at the Centennial Hall in Albany, NY. 

Construction:  Bunkoff General Contractors, Inc. of Latham, NY was the apparent low bidder out of seven firms.  The low bid was $6,712,300. 

Electrical:  Lacorte Companies, Inc. of Troy, NY was the apparent low bidder out of seven firms.  The low bid was $1,185,650.
