The 60,000-square-foot, four-story facility was once a YMCA and has been expanded several times. Pyramid is situated on a 0.95-acre parcel in Bronx Community District #3 and features a fenced and gated parking lot.

Description of Baychester Property:
1610 Givan Avenue is a former New York State Office of Children and Family Services administrative facility in the northeast Bronx community of Baychester.  The property is a two-unit, 2,420-square-foot, two-story residence with an above-grade basement on a 3,840-square-foot lot. The basement features a garage, recreation room, and offices. The first and second floor units each have three bedrooms and one bath.
