Engagement Partner: The Engagement Partner will have overall responsibility for performance of the audit. The Engagement Partner should be a certified public accountant, should be appropriately licensed and should have significant direct experience (at least five years) with State governmental audits. 

Audit Manager: The Manager working under the Engagement Partner will be responsible for direct oversight of the audit team. The Manager should have a Bachelor’s degree with a major in accounting or related field and should be appropriately licensed. Additionally, the Manager should have at least three years experience with State governmental audits.

Senior Accountant: The Senior Accountant, working under the Audit Manager, will be responsible for performing the more complex analytical work and day-to-day activities. The Senior Accountant should have a Bachelor's degree with a major in accounting or related field, a thorough understanding of generally accepted auditing standards and common audit practices and techniques, and have at least two years experience with State governmental audits.

Staff Accountant: The Staff Accountant will complete day-to-day project activities under the supervision of the Audit Manager and with the Senior Accountant. Individuals at this level should have a college degree with a major in accounting or a related field, familiarity with the pronouncements of AICPA and GASB, and should have at least one year of experience with governmental audits.
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
